Steps To Work
(Hub registration)

Registration at a Skills and Employment Hub. The session looks at your skills, knowledge
and employment history to develop an action plan for your future.

Digital Skills For Life
(Entry Level 3 and Level 1)

This is a course designed to support learners using digital skills in everyday life. The focus is
on skills outside of work, so learners can carry out everyday personal and household tasks.

Digital Functional Skills
(Entry 3 and Level 1)

This course covers using devices, managing information, communicating online and solving
digital problems. Useful for adults who need foundational digital knowledge.

Maths Functional Skills Qualification
(Accredited — Entry 3; Levels 1 and 2)

This qualification provides you with the knowledge, skills and understanding to operate
confidently and independently with numeracy in everyday life and work.

Maths Award
(Accredited — Entry levels 1, 2 and 3)

This course will increase confidence with everyday maths. You will work through a portfolio
of skills to gain the qualification. Units covered underpin the functional skills award.

English Functional Skills Qualification
(Accredited — all levels)

This course will give you the essential knowledge, skills and understanding to feel confident
in the workplace.

English Award
(Accredited — Entry levels 1, 2 and 3)

Interview Skills
(open to all)
