	Only use AI tools allowed by your centre. 


	Uses of AI that are not allowed

	🚫 Plagiarism
	Do not hand in work written by AI and say it is your own.

	🚫 Cheating
	Do not use AI for exams or assessments.

	🚫 Skipping the learning
	AI must not do the thinking for you.

	🚫 Inappropriate content
	Do not create harmful or rude contact using AI.

You may need to redo work, lose marks, or lose access to AI tools.
